I think of what I do as a work of love first, and a work of art second. The fact that my images are now on display in homes across four continents,
and that they have received numerous accolades and publications is tremendously humbling and motivating.

Ansel Adams said that photography can be the truest form of expression of what one feels about life in its entirety. I believe this to be true.

I photograph the natural world to express a sense of reverence. To me Nature is a seamless unity of connected patterns. A rhythmic, poetic, fluid thing. It 
offers glimpses of perfect order, fleeting, because it is intrinsically connected with the immediate breakdown into disorder. Rising and falling, coming and 
going, appearing and disappearing, perfect in its duality.

I strive to leave a fragment of soul in each photograph I make. I cannot ever fully impart how I feel about our living planet onto another, but I’d
like to think it can be pieced together from what I have placed in each image. I seek to create photographs that will ask questions of the viewer
and I hope they can serve as a sort of three-way exchange between myself, my subject(s), and the audience as we each explore our place in the
natural order.

I have ventured from pole to pole, explored above and below the surface, and much in between. I have stared into the pupils of polar bears,  
tigers, dolphins, elephants, grizzlies, lions, lemurs, penguins, sharks, leopards, and humans. And in every set, I have seen the divine spark of life  
which resides in all beings.

I have learned and received so much from the beings we share our planet with, and my offering is simple – This is how I see them. This is how 
they  made me feel. This is life on earth.

I personally believe that art has a powerful role to play in protecting our planet’s future, and as such, a significant portion of proceeds from  
print sales goes back into supporting frontline conservation.

When the conditions align (a rarity in the unforgiving sub Antarctic), you better make the most of it, and so we rallied to load the zodiacs,  
make a landing, and find our shots. We made it on the beach at around 4:20AM, and soon thereafter, my attention turned to this tight  
huddle of penguins - it was an ethereal scene in the burning morning mist, and this shot, a bit of a visual illusion, was made possible by the  
thin strip of land the penguins were on, wedged between a channel of water in the foreground and the ocean in the background

The more you look at it, the more you notice. On the left there is a brave penguin testing the waters they are about to cross. On the right  
we have a rear scout checking their six. The edges of the waves catch the sun just right
